This document will tell you( page 5) how-- with pictures to rename your gradebooks (if you need
it) but I am also giving you instructions below on how to rename your gradebooks.

Once you have logged in to Edline Select >1. Semester 1 (09-10) Gradequick Web—just as you
normally would to get into your gradebooks. 2. A new message box will appear letting you know
how many students have been added. Select OK then you will need to follow the procedure to
RENAME your books correctly.
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Renaming Your Gradebooks for those starting New Semester Classes:

Login to Edline> select one of your Edline Class pages> in the contents box in the top right
corner select the Gradebooks link > select Edit>you can then rename your gradebooks
appropriately. You will have to do this for Each Class by going into Each of the corresponding
Edline pages and selecting the Gradebooks link for each individual Gradebook.



Reminder to Name your gradebooks the following way:
3" & 4" grade —last name of teacher subject NO Punctuation
Example: burgermath

5% Grade:

NAMING YOUR GRADEBOOKS—MUST BE AS FOLLOWS.

Period # subject teacher last name HOMEROOM Teachers Name--- NO
PUNCTUATION

Example: 1mathwhitleyhartley
